The
departmental guidelines have been approved by the faculty and are to be srictly adhered to (as in many cases they are more.
restrictive/conservative than the VPR's minimurn dress requirements):

 Dress Code:
o Alllab workers are expected to wear appropriate clothing while in any area defined by Facilities Management as a laboratory area.
“This includes offices attached to the lab. Shirts must cover the entire torso and upper arms. A lab coat must be worn over tank tops,
sleeveless shirts, or short-sleeve shirts. Pants/dresses/skirts must cover from waist to ankle. No shorts, short/midlength skirts,or
short pants are allowed.
o Labworkers are also required to wear shoes that cover the entire foot while in lab. Sandals, open-toed shoes, high heels, or shoes
that do not cover the top of the foot are not acceptable. Shoes made of sturdy materials, such as leather, are highly recommended,
‘while fabric or mesh shoes should be avoided.
 PPE Code:
o Allstudents, faculty, and staff are required to wear proper personal protective equipment while in a lab. Students, faculty, and staff
are required to wear the proper type of safety glasses or goggles while in the lab. This includes, but not limited to, chemical splash
‘goggles, and appropriate laser safety goggles.
© While ina wet chemistry area and handling chemicals, researchers are required to wear a lab coat. The lab coat must either be.
100% cotton or a Flame Resistant (FR) rated coat.
© Inaddition to this PPE code, all aspects of the department dress code must be adhered to as well.

Northwestern is commilted to laboratory health and safety. This memorandum comes at the suggestion of faculty
and staff who support the commitment to safety by their participation in standing safety committees.

As spring settles around us, now is a good time (o review and set expectations for safety in our courses, laboratories,
workshops and projects. Specifically, we want o stress the importance of appropriate dress before entering a
teaching or research laboratory or any type of workshop.

Please find below the minimum dress requirements for working with potentially hazardous materials, systems under
pressure or equipment. / ask that you please communicate these requirements to all faculy, staf: and
wndergraduate and graduate students who participate in science and engineering courses, wark in research labs o
who participate in courses or work within University workshop spaces.

Do not wear loose jewelry or garments.

Wear long pants or slacks to protect your legs.
Ifappropriate for the work, wear a fully buttoned lab coat.
Protect your feet—wear closed footwear.

‘Wear Northwesten-approved eye and fuce protection.

Northwestern is committed to everyone who shares in this important responsibility. We rely on faculty and staff to
set clear and enforceable standards of dress and conduct in our research laboratories, sience courses and workshop
spaces. We also rely on faculty and staff in setting a good example for others o follow. For example, clear and
enforceable standards include appropriate dress as a condition of course participation and a student’s final grade; in
‘our undergraduate laboratories, we are counting on our Graduate Assistants o enfore dress standards and report
unsafe practices o their course director(s). Everyone has an important role to p
